Because of their poor  
living conditions, most students’ families view items like toothpaste, soap and basic hygiene   
products as luxuries.

We are in the process of working out a “rewards” program whereby each student will be able to 
receive one item each week with coupons they’ve earned.  Headmistress Zion clarified the issue 
by stating, “We don’t want our older children to accept gifts from male strangers simply       
because they don’t have the necessities.”  We in the free world may find this hard to believe - 
that teens could be swayed by something so small as a basic hygiene product.  Our “store” will 
be stocked with personal hygiene products, and all specified monetary donations will go      

directly to the purchase of these personal hygiene supplies.
